COURSE OBIJECTIVE

This course aims to provide an overview of professional environment that an architect works in with its interrelations among
different actors such as other architects, engineers, consultants, contractors, clients and legal authorities. It aims to develop
awareness on the processes occurring during the realization of a project.

TEACHING METHODS AND LEARNING ACTIVITIES

Course is organized as a series of lecture/discussions with the presence of a guest professional who is an expert on the
corresponding topic. Students are expected to actively engage in these discussions and prepare commentaries on these
discussions in addition to a mid-term exam/assignment and a term paper.

Students are also expected to follow the assigned Coursera course and prepare an interpretive report on it.

Students will be evaluated on the basis of the quality and process of the work, the completion of assignments, and contribution
to the course environment. It is reminded that proper, elaborate and regularly updated documentation of the course work on
the weblog is an important part of the evaluation.
